Turtle Rock, Irvine, CA – December  7th , 2009 – One of LA's top up-and-coming comedians,  Jeff Clinard and the City of Irvine's Youth Action Team are joining forces on Friday, December 18 to help raise money for two family-oriented Orange County charities.
Clinard, who grew up in Irvine and still has family living there, has in the past few years become one of the top young must-see stand-up and improv comics on the LA comedy circuit. Away from the stage, 26-year old Clinard has in recent months been working with students at several Orange County schools and colleges offering them improv comedy classes and motivational lectures related to his experiences growing-up as a student in Irvine.
The Comedy for a Cause event will be staged at Irvine's Turtle Rock Community Park and has been designed to raise money for two important local charities. Proceeds from the evening will be divided between Families Forward, which provides direct support for under-privileged families in need in Orange County, and the Orange County Early Literacy Program, which collects and distributes books to help guide families to read to their young children.
Supporting Clinard through the two-hour evening will be performers from the award-winning Irvine High School improv comedy teams and top professional artists from LA improv and stand-up comedy clubs, including Taylor Williamson, and members of the award-winning improv team Local 132 .  
The Youth Action Team is a team of dedicated high school students who work with the City of Irvine to present safe events that entertain and better the lives of teenagers in Irvine. Their help with Comedy for a Cause has provided comedians from Northwood, Irvine, and Woodbridge High Schools a chance to share the stage with Hollywood professionals.
"Both of these charities personally mean a lot to me," said Clinard. "So I wondered, 'What could we do to use comedy to help raise money for two very good causes in OC and have some fun at the same time?' The answer was  Comedy for a Cause. This is a chance for Orange County residents to provide much-needed help for two local charities at an evening of top-class, clean, family-friendly comedy."
Tickets will be available at the door for $10 ($5 with student ID). The event will run from 8pm - 10pm at Turtle Rock Community Park, 1 Sunnyhill Drive, Irvine.
The audience is also encouraged to participate in a raffle that evening by bringing a  tax-deductible financial gift for Families Forward and/or new or gently-used books for young children for the Early Literacy Program.
